• What is is Sadaqatul-Fitr?

Sadaqatul-Fitr is a charity which is given to the poor on the day of ‘Īd so that they can also acquire the
happiness of ‘Īd without having to beg. 

• How much is Sadaqatul-Fitr?

Sadaqatul-Fitr is ½ sā‘* of wheat or 1 sā‘ of barley, raisins or dates. 

• What is the current value of Sadaqatul-Fitr?

The prices of the above items vary considerably, hence, after taking into consideration their retail prices in
Leicester, an acceptable price for each of them is given below. It will be allowed to suffice on the lowest
amount, £5.00, however, to give according to the value of the dearer items is more virtuous.

Wheat: £5.00   Barley: £8.00   Raisins: £30.00

Dates: £23.00 (Khudrī)  |  £33.00 (Safawī)  |  £45.00 (‘Ajwah)
